8. Timing of your project. Provide a concise, bullet-point overview of the different phases of your project. When do you want to research, produce, complete (and possibly present)? Be honest and realistic. Do not over- or underestimate certain aspects. (max. 250 words)


9. Who will you be working with or would you like to work with? Provide an overview of the people involved in realising your project. (max. 200 words)


10.  Are you collaborating with other (cultural) organisations? (max. 100 words)

Expenses
